LIVING-LEARNING COMMUNITY  
House Sponsor Expectations

Thank you for considering the role of house sponsor for a living-learning community in 
Aldersgate Commons for the 2008-2009 academic year.  This is a very unique opportunity to 
serve as a mentor to a group of students and to invest in student learning outside the 
classroom.  The purpose of the living-learning communities and the expectations of house 
sponsors are described in the following paragraphs.  

 
The Living-Learning Communities are apartments that each house eight students who have 
chosen a particular theme in which to pursue growth throughout the year.  The theme must 
focus on an academic or spiritual discipline. The students in each living-learning community 
commit to completing the following activities during both semesters:  

 Weekly meal with all apartment members 
 Bi-monthly discussion that focuses on achieving the living-learning community’s 

purpose statement and that centers around an academic or spiritual discipline 
 Monthly meeting with the faculty adviser 
 Both a service and leadership activity performed together as a living-learning 

community 
o Either the service or leadership activity must benefit the Asbury community 

 
As house sponsor, you will be asked to be an educator of the co-curricular experience. 
Specifically, we ask that you are able to commit to the following: 

 Oversee your living-learning community’s progress in achieving their learning goals 
 Hold students accountable to honoring their commitment to perform the above 

activities 
 Hold bi-monthly meetings with the apartment coordinator to review progress, 

problems, and plans, and to offer assistance as appropriate 
 Attend at least one living-learning activity or group meeting each month  
 Attend house sponsor meetings as scheduled by the Resident Director of Aldersgate 

(approximately once/semester) 
 Serve as a mentor to students in your living-learning community  
 Advise the group in a manner that is consistent with the College mission and goals and 

with the Asbury Handbook for Community Life  
 Encourage academic excellence and personal wellness as priorities among all 

community members. 
 Submit a program review to the Student Development office of Residence Life at the 

end of each semester.   
 
Please read the students’ proposal carefully before committing to the role of their house 
sponsor. If you are willing to serve as house sponsor after having read the above information 
and the students’ proposal, sign at the bottom of this page. Return this form to the students so 
they may submit it along with the other material in their living-learning community proposal.
