The Research Library features a highly-respected, diversified mix of scholarly journals, 

trade publications, and magazines.  This combination makes it one of the broadest and 

most inclusive databases.  Search periodicals on subjects such as agriculture, biology, 

chemistry, computers, engineering, physics, and more in this module.  This subject-

specific module provides access to a large number of full-text titles (over 250) in the 

sciences, many not found in any other database. 

 

ONLINE Agricola.   1970 to date. 

 

This database contains records from the U.S. Dept. of Agriculture.  It includes more than 

3.3 million citations referencing journal articles, monographs, theses, patents, and 

technical reports, related to agriculture.

This database provides authoritative medical information on medicine, nursing, dentistry, 

veterinary medicine, the health care system, pre-clinical sciences, and much more.  It 

allows users to search abstracts from over 4,800 current biomedical journals.
