A student may fulfill the VOC 200 proficiency by either of the following methods:

(A)
Completion of 4 semesters of VOC 101 or above with grades of B or better each term.  This form should be turned in along with the final jury form in the 4th semester of study.
(B)
Alternately, completion of an examination may be requested at a regularly scheduled jury time during which the voice faculty will assess the student’s ability to demonstrate the following:

1. Accurate performance of two contrasting, standard-length art songs -- one in English, the second in a foreign language.  At least one of the two selections must be memorized.
2. Adequate vocal technique to exhibit a freely produced and well-projected vocal tone

3. Vocal timbre suitable for modeling as a choral director in schools or churches

4. Freedom from noticeable registration breaks through at least a one-and-one-half octave range

5. Good musicianship with expressive interpretation

6. Skilled breath management

7. Good intonation

8. Upright, well-lifted, stable and buoyant posture

9. Poise and confidence in performance, with freedom from any distracting habits

10. Ample evidence that the student is capable of performing well on standard undergraduate sophomore-level art song literature.
