I. Welcome and Prayer – Dr. Jon Kulaga

Dr. Kulaga took prayer requests and opened Faculty Assembly in prayer.

II. Approval of Minutes from February 21, 2012

Motion to approve was seconded; motion carried.

Dr. Kulaga also submitted encouragement to sign up as faculty sponsors for TAG groups.  Becky Oswald handed out sign up sheet.  

III. Recommendation from Academic Policies and Curriculum Committee meeting, March 6, 2012:
Dr. Bonnie Banker facilitated action on these items.

Item 1:  Proposal from the Registrar to change the rule which puts students on probation for not passing % of attempted hours from minimum 75% to minimum 67% of attempted hours in accordance with federal financial aid regulations.  This also clarifies when and to whom it applies. (currently # 9 on page 36 under undergraduate policies;  move to Academic Policy for all University Programs) 
Proposed policy statement:  


During the fall or spring semester any degree-seeking student who does not pass at least 67% of semester hours attempted will be placed on academic probation without respect to cumulative grade point average.  A student in this category who does not pass 67% of semester hours attempted during the probationary semester may be subject to academic suspension.  This policy does not apply to summer registration.
Bill Hall clarified.  Motion made and seconded; no questions.  All in favor, motion carried.

Item 2:  Proposal from the School of Communication Arts to drop four JRN courses.

   Item 3:  Proposal from the School of Communication Arts to modify five JRN courses. 
Item 4:  Proposal from the School of Communications Arts to add four new JRN courses.
Item 5:  Proposal from the School of Communications Arts to streamline the Journalism (JRN) major by dropping emphases, utilizing updated and new courses, and renaming it “Journalism and Digital Storytelling”.   (See major sheet.)
Item 6:  Proposal from the School of Communication Arts to modify Journalism (JRN) minor with the JRN course changes, and also renaming it “Journalism and Digital Storytelling”.    (See minor sheet.)

Dr. Jim Owens discussed changing field and rationale for these proposals.  These proposals streamline and help students learn to write for all media.  Not fewer writing courses, just in a different context. 

Motion made, seconded.  Motion carried.

Item 9:  Proposal from the School of Communication Arts to replace Best Semester Program emphasis in Music Management with on campus Audio Production Emphasis.   (See major sheet.)
Motion made, seconded.  Dr. Owens explained how these courses were outsourced to a campus in Nashville.  Will save Asbury money by doing this at a “higher rate”.  Motion carried.

ITEMS 10 THROUGH 11 TAKEN TOGETHER AS ONE MOTION

Item 10:  Proposal from the School of Communications Arts to add four new courses.
Item 11:  Proposal from the School of Communication Arts to replace Best Semester Program emphasis in LA Film Studies with modifications to the on campus Film Studies Emphasis which utilizes semester internships in LA in combination with the online courses.  [Proposed MC major sheet attached.]

Motion made, seconded. Dr. Owens stated that while it says four new courses, 

it is really just offering one more internship.  While in internship in Los 

Angeles, they can take three online courses.  Motion carried.

Item 12:  Proposal from the School of Communications Arts to add two new courses to the theatre and cinema performance (THA) major increasing the required core by 4.0 credits. [Proposed THA major sheet attached.]
Motion made, seconded.  Dr. Owens gave overview; over the last few years, students have done well except in “movement” such as musicals.  Also stated a request from student body for more preparation.  Motion carried.

Item 13:  Proposal from the Mathematics Department to drop three courses.

Item 15:  Proposal from the Mathematics Department to modify the Mathematics Grades 8 - 12 (MATE) major with the proposed course changes.  (See major sheet.) 

Math portion of Mathematics Grade 8-12 education major only (No changes to ED courses)

Item 16:  Proposal from the Mathematics Department to modify the three elementary mathematics courses.

Item 17:  Proposal from the Mathematics Department to modify the Mathematics emphasis in ELEE, Elementary Education major (This is for the selection of an area of specialization beyond the required elementary education mathematics courses.) by requiring a Math Topics course (3) for one of the 12.0 required hours in math, and by broadening the options to include MAT 111, 112, and 120.  [See item #14 for Topics course.]   (See major sheet.)
Item 18:  Proposal from the Mathematics Department to modify the Mathematics emphasis in Middle School Education (MSE) with the proposed course changes.  The current two tracks will be conflated into one track meeting state middle school education requirements. 
Motion made, seconded.  Dr. Banker provided rationale.  Motion carried.
NON-ACTION ITEM:  The HPER department is changing the name of the EQM major and minor from “Equine Management” to “Equine Studies”.

Rick Cook  -   Computer Labs/Discovery/Moodle Rooms 
Dr. Kulaga discussed the upcoming shift to Moodle Rooms (from 
Discovery).    Rick Cook discusses this transition.  Common theme is “Moodle”; Discovery was Moodle based.  What will change is, “some of the little things that have been problematic… those things get resolved.”  He reports the “improved code” and “resources” that Moodle provides.  Also includes more “customization”.  Mr. Cook stated he will email in the next week to do some Moodle Room trainings.  The transition is “very smooth” from one platform to the other.  Mr. Cook is also sending out a Survey Monkey survey to indicate software needs.  Windows will move to new operating platform; survey includes this information for faculty to indicate need.

Bonnie Banker  -  Spring Semester Course Evaluations


Dr. Banker discussed response rates for evaluations.  Plans to load 
evaluations into Moodle rooms (in future).  For now, Dr. Banker provided an informational document describing options for evaluation this semester.  This document includes a statement that should go in the syllabi.  Dr. Kulaga continues discussion; stated that IDEA is most often used software for evaluations.  He discusses benefits of giving points for evaluation.  He stated there has never been consensus about what could be utilized as encouragement to complete evaluations.  He discussed the critical nature of protecting student confidentiality to obtain honest feedback.  Finally, for this semester it is up to the faculty person to provide encouragement with the understanding that there has been a very low response rate when no encouragement is given.
