Administrative Reports

Lisa Harper thanked faculty for their continued help with admissions.  At this time, applications and acceptances are up.  Several important visit weekends will be taking place in the coming weeks.
Dr. Gray reminded faculty that Asbury’s ongoing goal is to equip young men and women for a lifetime of service and to prepare them to engage the culture and to advance the cause of Christ.  She reported that Asbury is in a unique position to lead.  A task force focused on the future will be meeting in the coming weeks.  She encouraged faculty to make an effort to attend chapel.  Asbury’s online programs will continue to expand this spring.  March 4th is the dedication date for the new media communications building. 

Action Items

1. Proposal from the Cross Cultural Experience Office to amend the description of the Cross Cultural Experience which uses the course code GEN 073 to record completion. 

A Cross-Cultural Experience is defined as an immersion into another culture, engaging the student in a variety of life-spheres (family, education, religion, art, media, economics, government).


Most experiences will expose the student to cultural dynamics outside the United States and Canada, using one of the options listed below. The experience must be of sufficient length and intensity to have adequate impact upon the worldview of the participant.

A question was raised about the intent of the proposal—this revision puts all three emphases on equal footing.  The motion passed.

4. Proposal from the Department of History to drop the course, HIS 351, History of Sub-Saharan Africa.

Questions were raised about why we are dropping Sub-Saharan and whether other non-Western classes are available—the class is being dropped because we no longer have anyone qualified to teach it; two other non-Western classes are still offered.  The motion passed
5. Proposal from the Department of History to drop the course, HIS 324, British History since 1603.

The motion passed.

6. Proposal from the Department of History to change course title, from HIS 323 (3) British History to 1603 to HIS 323 (3) History of Early Britain.

The motion passed.
7. Proposal from the Department of History to add a new course – HIS 325 (3) Caesar to Charlemagne: The Origins of France.

Course Description: From Caesar to Charlemagne: the origins of France. A survey of the formative period of early French history from the first century BC to the reign of Charlemagne, 768-814 AD 

The motion passed.
8. Proposal from the Department of History to add a new course – HIS 316 (3) The United States in the 1960’s.

Course Description: “History with a capital H had come down to earth,” wrote New Leftist Todd Gitlin of the 1960s.  “People were living with supercharged density.”  This course probes the decade’s ferment, exploring the political, economic, social, cultural, and religious development of the United States from roughly 1960 to 1974. Placing the era in historical and global perspective, this course covers major events and trends including John F. Kennedy’s New Frontier, Lyndon Johnson’s Great Society, the civil rights and feminist movements, the Vietnam War, the New Left, the counter culture, Richard Nixon and Watergate, and the seed of the New Right,

9. Proposal from the Department of History to add a new course – HIS 311 (3) War in American Memory.
Course Description: This course will examine the memory of wars in American history from the colonial period to the present.  Memory manifests itself broadly in cluture—in politics, literature, art, monuments, and film.  Thus, we will take a multidisciplinary approach using art, fiction, and film.  We will ask questions such as: How has the memory of various wars shaped American politics, culture, and society?  In turn, how has American culture influenced the way that wars are remembered?  How do factors such as race, religion, class, gender, and region influence the ways in which indiciduals and the larger culture remember war?

A question was raised about how the new Academic Dean position fits in with the current administrative structure. The existing flow from department chairs to current deans will remain in place.

A question was raised about current levels of enrollment.  Bill Hall is still in the process of locking classes for the spring.  An email will be sent later with this information.
