The Asbury University Faculty Assembly convened on Tuesday, November 9, 2010 in Bennett-Bernard at 10:50 a.m.  The meeting was opened by Dan Strait with concerns and prayer.

The minutes from the last meeting were approved.
Administrative/Faculty Committee Reports

Dr. Gray gave a report on the recent meeting of Board of Trustees.  The feasibility of a new science building is being explored.  Progress has been made on a Comprehensive Campaign to consider a number of issues.  Two new task forces have been at work: one for envisioning and one for resourcing.  Mark Troyer is heading up the Strategic Connections Committee to help put additional structure in our outreach.  The Board has authorized moving forward on a Center for Cultural Engagement—details will be forthcoming.

Dan Strait gave an update on the Liberal Arts Task Force.  Progress has been made on putting together a conceptual scheme of major categories to frame our liberal arts requirements.

Glenn Hamilton reported that Open Enrollment ends Monday, November 15, at 5:00 pm.  Anyone on Buy-Up 1 must make a change as that plan will no longer be an option.

Proposal from the Department of Christian Ministries to add a new course – MIS 210 (3) Cross-Cultural Minister: Life and Work.

Proposal from the Department of Christian Ministries to add a new course – MIS 340 (3) Urban Ministry.

Item 3: Proposal from the Department of Christian Ministries to change a course title and description of MIS 312 (3) Strategies in World Evangelism to MIS 312 (3) Mission Theology and Strategy.
The proposal was approved.

Item 4:
Proposal from the Department of Natural Sciences to change the course title, credits, and course description of  - PHP 302 (1) MCAT Preparation to PHP 302 (1-2) Medical Admission Exam Preparation.
The proposal was approved.

Item 5:
Proposal from the Department of English to change the course description of ENG 205 Western Classics by adding ENG 110 or 151 as prerequisite was approved.
The proposal was approved.

Item 6:
Proposal from the Department of English to increase the required AP test scores needed to receive advanced placement credit for freshmen English courses was approved.  The score of 3 for Eng 110 credit will be raised to a 4.  This change mirrors current practice.
The proposal was approved.

Announcements

Lisa Harper mentioned the upcoming Visit Weekend.  There will be a “Meet Your Professor” session and several open house sessions.  Applications, acceptances, and deposits are up.  Two new scholarships have been announced for the fall: a $1500 scholarship for children of alumni and a $1000 scholarship for children from families in full-time Christian ministry.

Teresa Jenkins noted that the Tutoring Center and the Writing Center are busy helping students.

IT Services are looking at next semester’s software needs.  Needs for the labs should be reported.

Congratulations were extended to Tim Crook on the completion of his doctoral work.

The Faculty Manual description of the Faculty Development Committee is being reworded to more accurately reflect what is happening today.

A College Awareness Day for young people will take place on Saturday.
