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Minutes of the Faculty Assembly

January 15, 2013
The Asbury University Faculty Assembly convened at 10:50 on Tuesday, January 15, 2013 in Bennett-Bernard.  The meeting was opened with prayer.

Approval of the minutes from the last meeting was postponed.  Minutes were not sent out to review this week.
Action Items

The follow recommendations came from Academic Policies and Curriculum Committee.
Item 1: Proposal from the Art Department to add a new course in place of a current course. ART 292: Working as an Artist (3), a sophomore level course, will replace ART 275: Presentations Methods.
ART 292: Working as an Artist (3) 
Prepares student for advanced study in their chosen emphasis. Combines faculty mentorship with a chance to learn the principles and practice of presenting, exhibiting, curating and documenting artwork. Students learn to identify areas of interest and begin the process of self-propelled art creation and/or research. Ideally taken in sophomore year. Fee. Prerequisites: introductory course(s) in chosen emphasis, and/or Faculty approval. Contract.
Item 2: Proposal from the Art Department to add two new courses: 
ART 3XX: Contemporary Art Seminar (1)
Students engage the ideas, practices and broader context of art produced today. The course includes viewing art, research and discussion of current Art exhibitions and publications.
ART 4XX: Advanced Painting and Drawing (3)
This studio course continues the practice, study, and craft of both drawing and painting, laid out by ART 381 and ART 233, with additional attention given to research skills and focused expression of the disciplines through a studio classroom setting. Course will prepare the student for either Painting or Drawing directed studies, depending on student’s choice of emphasis. Fee. Prerequisites: ART 231, 233 and 381.

Item 3: Proposal from the Art Department to revise one course in photography and add a new course in photography: 
Revise ART 340: Photography II: Black & White Craft (3)
Revised Description: Intermediate studio course that introduces black-and-white darkroom craft as a form of artistic expression. Students are given opportunities to learn traditional silver-based light-sensitive processes and darkroom techniques, as well as experience using medium- and large-format camera equipment. Studio lighting techniques are also covered. Students will practice articulating pertinent conversations and concerns surrounding the medium from the early twentieth century to present times.  Prerequisite:  ART 266.  Fee.

Add ART 3XX: Photography III: Digital Imaging (3)
Covers digital imaging techniques, principles and critical analysis. This course is designed to prepare the student for both commercial and fine arts applications. Various methods, tools and techniques of digital imaging and efficient post-production workflow are covered, along with editing, manipulation, file management and preparation, scanning, printing, and an array of expressive options and current trends. Access to DSLR required. Fee. Prerequisite: ART266.

Item 4: Proposal from the Art Department to revise the ART major:
Drop ART 275 Presentations Methods and add ART 292 Working as Artist. 
Change ART 476 Senior Show/Research from 1.0 to 6.0 credits. 
Summary of Changes and added Emphases:

Dropping ART 275 Presentation Methods

Moving ART 233 Figure Drawing to emphasis area or studio elective

Moving ART 455 20th Century into the Major requirement

 Changing credit for ART 476 Senior Exhibit/Research from 1 to 6

Adding ART 292 Working as an Artist (see additional proposal)

Adding ART 3xx Contemporary Seminar (see additional proposal)

Adding ART 4xx Adv. Drawing/Painting (see additional proposal)

Adding ART 340 Photo III (see additional proposal)

Item 5: Proposal from the Art Department to make a current emphasis area also a possible minor: Photography & Digital Imaging.

Item 6: Proposal from the Art Department to add a major in Pre-Art Therapy.
