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Minutes of the Faculty Assembly

March 30, 2010

The Asbury College Faculty Assembly convened at 10:50 on Tuesday, March 30, 2010 in Bennett-Bernard.  The meeting was opened with prayer.

The minutes from the last meeting were approved.

Administrative Reports

President Gray began with devotions.  She then reported that the Institutional Audit continues on track and offered some initial preliminary observations on strengths and weaknesses.  She asked for continued prayer for the task force which will begin looking for additional ways to resource the university.  She invited faculty to attend the next talk back session at the Grill.

Mark Troyer reported that the Asbury Haiti Relief Initiatives have been successful.

Items for Action

The following proposals were recommended to the faculty for approval from the March 9, 2010 meeting of the Academic Policies and Curriculum Committee:

1. Proposal from the Department of Behavior Sciences and Education to add a new certification track to the Master of Social Work using Graduate Education courses.

This change is to establish a School Social Worker certification track through a collaboration of the Master of Social Work and the Master of Education Programs.  The track consists of MSW students (1) taking 9 semester hours of specified graduate Education courses in place of 9 semester hours of graduate Electives presently part of the MSW Program and (2) completing their advanced Field Education Placement in a school setting (SWG 650 and SWG 690).  These are current offerings.  No new courses.

The 9 semester hours of required graduate Education courses are as follows:

SEG 520  (3) Special Education Populations OR

SEG 638  (3) Introduction to Students with Learning and Behavior Disabilities

SEG 630  (3) Behavioral Intervention of Students with Learning and Behavior Disabilities

SEG 632  (3) Collaboration and Advocacy for Special Populations

The motion passed.

2. Proposal from the Department of Natural Sciences to add a new course ESC 290, Rocky Mountain Experience.

ESC 290 (2) Rocky Mountain Experience

Field course in the Sangre de Cristo Mountains of Colorado.  A seven day backpacking trip showcases landforms shaped by wind, water and glaciers.  Past and present tectonic forces are evident.  Environments from desert to tundra are also observed. Park management and outdoor living skills also emphasized. Conducted during the second and third weeks of May. May be substituted for ESC 151, Earth Science Lab, to meet the laboratory component of the sciences general education requirement. Fee.

The motion passed.

3. Proposal from the Department of Natural Sciences to drop BIO 302 (2) Modern Science and Religious Thought.

The motion passed.

4. Proposal from the Department of Natural Sciences to change the course description/number of hours for CHE 121 and 122 to give labs separate numbers.

Change CHE 121, 122 (4 each) General College Chemistry from combined lecture and lab courses to separate lecture and lab courses:
CHE 121 (3) General College Chemistry I

For science and pre-medical students. An introduction to theory, principles and problem solving in inorganic chemistry.  Topics include molecular structure, classification of reactions, stoichiometry, gases, thermochemistry and quantum mechanics. CHE 121/123 satisfies the general education requirement for a laboratory science. Three hours lecture per week. Co-requisite: CHE 123.

CHE 123 (1) General College Chemistry Lab I

Laboratory experience designed to complement CHE 121. Reinforces concepts and problem solving skills presented in lecture. In addition, students will analyze data, draw conclusions, and present results in formal written reports. One three-hour lab per week. Co-requisite: CHE 121. Fee.

CHE 122 (3) General College Chemistry II

For science and pre-medical students. A continuation of introductory chemistry. Topics include molecular and intermolecular bonding, rates of reactions, equilibrium, acid-base theory, thermodynamics and electrochemistry. Three hours lecture per week. Prerequisites: CHE 121/123 or equivalent.  Co-requisite: CHE 124.

CHE 124 (1) General College Chemistry Lab II

Laboratory experience designed to complement CHE 122. Reinforces concepts and problem solving skills presented in lecture. In addition, students will analyze data, draw conclusions, and present results in formal written reports. One three-hour lab per week. Prerequisites: CHE 121/123 or equivalent. Co-requisite: CHE 122. Fee.

The motion passed.

5. Proposal from Department of Natural Sciences to change ESC 202 to ESC 150/ESC 151, giving lab a separate number. 

Change ESC 202 (4) Earth Science from a combined lecture and lab course to separate lecture and lab courses.  Also, renumber the course to represent introductory level.

ESC 150 (3) Earth Science

An examination of planet Earth, including its place in space (astronomy).  Topics include the rock cycle, tectonics, geologic time, oceanography, meteorology, formation of the solar system, and the life of stars. ESC 150/151 satisfies the general education requirement for a laboratory science. Three hours lecture per week. Co-requisite: ESC 151.

ESC 151 (1) Earth Science Lab

Laboratory experience designed to complement ESC 150. Reinforces concepts presented in lecture. Students receive hands-on experience with instruments, maps, minerals, rocks and fossils. One three-hour lab per week. Co-requisite: ESC 150. Fee.

The motion passed.

6. Proposal from Department of HPER to Add BIO 262 and BIO 331 as new major requirements to Exercise Science Major. 

BIO 262 (3) Human Physiology—The functions of the human body tissues, organs and organ systems are studied.  Specifically designed for pre-nursing, pre-physical therapy, and pre-physician assistant students. 

BIO 331 (3) Human Anatomy—A comprehensive study of mammalian anatomy approached through a detailed examination of the organ systems of the human body.  Designed for science majors and required for pre-nursing students.

The motion passed.

7. Proposal to change the Repeat Course Policy to allow repeat of C- and to repeat a course twice.

Proposed Repeat Course Policy:
1. A student may repeat twice any course in which a grade of "C-","D" or "F" was received at Asbury College. The course must be repeated at Asbury College and in the same manner in which is was originally taken.

2. The higher earned grade in any repeated course will count in the computation of the cumulative point standing.

3. Credit hours in repeated courses will count only once.

4. Repeated courses will be so marked (R) on the permanent record.

A question was raised about whether this might affect grade inflation or academic excellence.  A question was raised about whether the current policy is sufficient.  The majority of other peer colleges allow a repeat of C- and have a less conservative cap on repeats.

A motion was made to amend the proposed policy to allow students to petition the Associate Academic Dean to take a course twice if needed (the current policy of repeating only a D or F would remain in place).  The amendment was defeated.

A motion was made to send the proposal back to the APCC.  The motion carried.

8. Proposal from the English Department to drop ENG 312 from the listings in the Bulletin and from the English 8-12 major sheets.

The motion passed.

9. Proposal from the English Department to change the course title/description of ENG 382 to:  Reason and Revolution:  Studies in the Longer Eighteenth Century.

ENG 382 (3) Reason and Revolution: Studies in the Longer Eighteenth Century

This change proposes renaming ENG 382, Eighteenth Century English Literature to ENG 382, Reason and Revolution: Studies in the Longer Eighteenth Century.  Many current political, social, and economic structures have their origins in 18th-century British culture, and this course explores all of these and more through the political and social satire of writers such as Jonathan Swift and Alexander Pope, the political and social cartoon work of William Hogarth, the social commentary of Restoration comedies, and the social and philosophical explorations of the early Romantic poets such as William Blake and William Wordsworth.  Main readings will be supplemented with samplings from writers and theorists such as John Locke, Thomas Hobbes, Edmund Burke, Adam Smith, and Samuel Johnson.

The motion passed.

10. Proposal from the English Department to add a new course/new major requirement: ENG 475 (3) Senior Seminar—a capstone experience for the English major.
ENG 475 (3) Senior Seminar—A capstone experience for the English major, this course will address literary topics and critical approaches, with a view toward deeper integration of faith, learning, and vocation.

The motion passed.

11. Proposal from the registrar’s office to modify the future bulletin to include two media communication course descriptions and to list PS 101 as an option under the General Education Requirements to satisfy the social science requirement.  In December 2009, APCC and the subsequent faculty meeting these two courses were approved but the course descriptions were omitted:

MC 395 Sitcom Class—Advanced studio class that provides students with practical experience in the techniques employed in the development and production of a multi-camera situation comedy through the production, filming and editing of an original multi-camera sitcom, to be filmed live in front of a studio audience.  This junior-senior level class requires being assigned a specific area of responsibility by the professor.  Due to the nature of the production, students will be required to put in mandatory hours outside of regularly-scheduled class times. Prerequisite:  MC 261 or consent of the professor.

MC 397 Media Industry Travel Seminar—Features visits to film, TV, Internet and radio companies/studios, as well as interviews with media personnel, in a large city. Trips may be inside or outside the United States.  The seminar gives students a better understanding of the media industry and the great variety of jobs within it.
